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Campaign Templates

This e-mail campaign is merely “soup starter” for getting your clients to book a web meeting or phone call with you to review where they’re at, they’re remote setup and for you to give them 100% assurance that you’ve got them covered as their IT provider.   Feel free to modify to suit your specific needs.

IMPORTANT! It’s important that these emails look like personal “one-to-one” communication. It should READ as though you simply sat down at your PC and wrote that single e-mail to the recipient, not as a broadcast or one-to-many e-mail. To that end, do NOT send them wrapped in an HTML banner and do NOT change the copy to sound more generic. Also, the greeting <<Name>> should be personalized with the person’s name.
